Policy  _______________________
Subject: Alcohol
Effective: March 29, 2010

Preamble: Sussex Golf & Curling Club is a recreational and social club that generates a viable business through the sale of food and beverage to supplement the fees associated with club facilities.  It is therefore counterproductive to allow alcohol to be brought unto the premises from private sources.  More importantly, it is contrary to the terms of our liquor licensing and jeopardizes our operation.  
1.0 Alcoholic beverages other than those purchased on our premises are not permitted in accordance with licensing by the Department of Public Safety.  Non-compliance may result in his/her removal from the golf course without refund.

1.1 Members who repeatedly ignore this policy shall see the matter referred to the Club’s Discipline Policy.
2.0 For special functions, clients may make special orders of wine or beer from the local liquor store through the Club’s General Manager.  A corking fee will be applied to each bottle and charged directly to the client.
3.0 Homemade wines, beer and alcohol may not be consumed or sold on the premises.

4.0 The Alcohol policy will be administered by the General Manager.

5.0 The Alcohol policy will be reviewed annually by the Board of Directors, with consideration given to any changes required to maintain its appropriateness.
