Subject:  Requests for and Distribution of Green Fee Certificates
Effective:  August 1, 2005
Preamble:  Sussex Golf & Curling Club receives numerous requests for the donation of green fees over the course of a year.  While the Club wishes to be philanthropic in nature, it recognizes that its golf course is a valuable commodity, and to haphazardly distribute golf for free diminishes it somewhat.  Therefore, a set of guidelines is required.
1.0 Requests for donations will fall into one of four main categories: registered charitable organizations (easily identifiable by the possession of a Revenue Canada registered charity number), organizations/individuals raising money for registered charitable organizations, non-profit organizations that are not registered as charitable organizations with Revenue Canada (for example: schools, youth teams, etc.), and all other requests (with the exception of Club leagues and tournament bookings, which are addressed in 6.0 below).
2.0 Once the request has been categorized according to 1.0 above, the request will be designated as local (meaning the requesting organization is based in Sussex or the immediate surrounding areas of Sussex Corner, Apohaqui, etc.) or non-local (any area not defined herein as local). 
3.0 The following table illustrates the limits on the number of requests that will be granted each calendar year, along with the number of green fees to be given for each request.

4.0 It is not necessary for the Club to respond to all written requests received, unless a donation is to be made according to the table in 3.0 above.
5.0 The General Manager has the authority to grant up to 4 green fee certificates per occasion to any of the Club’s leagues (men, women, adult, senior or junior) for their fundraising endeavors, and as prizes for organizations holding a shotgun tournament at the Club. 
6.0 This policy will be administered by the General Manager, who will also be responsible to track the number of requests received and granted each year in order to enable the Board of Directors to better assess the relevance and appropriateness of this policy.  As the calendar year draws to an end and the full numbers of green fees as allotted above have not yet been donated, the General Manager will have the authority to grant requests that may vary somewhat from the prescribed distribution.  
7.0  This policy will be reviewed annually by the Board of Directors, with consideration given to any changes required to maintain its appropriateness.
